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Oakland, CA—Author Shelley Buck will read from East, her dazzling memoir of a journey across Asia
at Diesel Books-Oakland, at 5433 College Avenue in Oakland, on Sunday October 13th at 3:00 p.m.

In the 1970s, when student travel was cheap, a generation of young Americans, distressed by the Vietnam
War and lack of work opportunities at home, set off to see the world. Shelley Buck was one of these, and
her new memoir from WriteWords Press captures that era's mix of exhuberance and unease.

East: A Woman on the Road to Kathmandu follows Buck as she sets out alone from Oakland,
California, on a shoestring budget and attempts to reach Nepal from Istanbul using public transit.

“A lot of women actually went overland, but their stories have largely not yet been told,” Buck says. The
women's experiences differed from men's, she notes. “The journey made me a feminist.”

Following her return to California, Buck co-founded the feminist news service, Her Say. She teaches
writing in the San Francisco Bay Area and is the editor of the travel website ePicaro.com. Her first book,
Floating Point, describes living aboard a boat in the San Francisco Bay.

East: A Woman on the Road to Kathmandu, will be launched at Diesel Bookstore in Oakland, with
readings by Buck and her publisher, the novelist Margaret C. Murray.
